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The 11th Zakat Fair 2023 was organized by CZM
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The 11th 'Zakat Fair' was held with the theme of “Making a Difference with Zakat”.
Eminent Economist Professor Dr. Wahiduddin Mahmud (Chairman, Economic Research Group) inaugurated the Fair as
Chief Guest.

The objectives of the fair were to motivate people to give their Zakat in an organized manner; clarify various issues on
Zakat; and share experience of various organizations working with Zakat fund for poverty alleviation.

Dr. Wahiduddin Mahmud in his speech at the inaugural seminar titled ‘Social Safety-net and Role of Zakat’ said “Zakat
could be very viable source to finance social safety-net programs for the poor and the needy”. The speakers of the semi-
nar urged the Muslims to pay their Zakat collectively rather than individually. Former Chairman of NBR, Dr. Muhmmad
Abdul Mazid presented the key-note paper in the seminar under the Chairmanship of CZM Chairman Niaz Rahim.

Besides, an exclusive seminar and QA session for women titled “Role of women in Establishing Salat and Zakat”, a reun-
ion of former Genius scholar titled ‘Future Zakat Ambassadors’, a seminar titled ‘Role of Imams/Khatibs in Institutional
Management of Zakat’ and a Roundtable Discussion titled ‘Integrating Zakat and CSR Fund’ were organized at the Fair.
Arastoo Khan, Former Secretary to GoB moderated the roundtable discussion while Dr. Salehuddin Ahmed, Former
Governor of Bangladesh Bank attended as the Chief Guest. Justice Mohammad Abdur Rouf, Former CEC; AMM

including Islamic Scholars, Economists, Educationists, Development Activists, Bureaucrats and Businessmen attended
the Fair.



Distribution of Clothes among Gulbagicha Children

As part of the regular activities, CZM has distributed uniforms to the children of Gulbagicha Education Centers across
the country. Since 2010, CZM has been conducting Gulbagicha pre-primary education and nutrition programs for the
helpless, poor children of the society. After a long break due to the Corona pandemic, the program has been resumed in
full swing from 2023. At present 956 students are being provided pre-primary education and nutrition through 33
centers. CZM has been providing school uniform to the students every year. Ahead of the holy Eid-ul-Azha, CZM has
distributed clothes to all 956 students.

Treatment Support to
Thalassemia Patients
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Md. Naim (23 years) and Md. Sagar (18 years), sons of
Monowara Begum (a member of CZM Jeebika Project,
Manikganj-2) have been suffering from thalassemia.
Monowara's husband has been an expatriate in Saudi
Arabia for 15 years, where he grazes goats in the desert
for a living. His income has been their only way of
supporting themselves. It was becoming difficult to get
regular treatment for the two sons with meager income.
CZM has taken the responsibility of their medical treat-
ment. Manowara Begum expressed her gratitude to the
CZM for taking responsibility of the treatment of her two
sons.

CZM Provided Assistance in
Kidney Transplantation
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Mamunur Rashid (48), a father of two children, has been
supporting his family by driving vehicles. Suffering from
chronic kidney disease, he became unemployed. The
doctor advised him for kidney transplantation. It was
mere a dream for him to undertake this expensive treat-
ment. Center for Zakat Management came forward to
provide financial support for his kidney transplantation.
He expressed gratitude to CZM for supporting him in the
treatment.



Qurbani Meat for Slum Children

Since 2010, Center for Zakat Management (CZM)
reached thousands of poor orphans and slum children
within Dhaka City Corporation areas through its educa-
tion and nutrition program. CZM also looks for opportu-
nities to help these children through different forms of
supports. Distributing Quarbani meat to the families of
these children is one such example. CZM has distributed
Quarbani meat among the 1459 children this year during
Eid-ul-Adha, with the support of the generous sponsors.

Transfer of Zakat funds aimed at
Poverty Alleviation
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With the aim of poverty alleviation and human develop-
ment, Center for Zakat Management has handed over
Zakat funds of BDT 1.27 crore among the 1000 Musta-
hiks (members) of the projects in Tilakpur, Naogaon and
Najirhat, Chittagong. Mr. Salahuddin Kasem Khan,
trustee secretary of AK Khan Foundation and prominent
industrialist was the Chief Guest at the Zakat fund trans-
fer ceremony in Najirhat, Chittagong. It was presided
over by Dr. Mohammad Abdul Mazid, Former Chairman
of NBR and Convener of Zakat Distribution Committee
of CZM.

Installation of Submersible Pumps at
JUK Surma-2, Sylhet

Center for Zakat Management has installed five (05)
submersible pumps to address the water scarcity issues
faced by the Jeebika (Livelihood) project Mustahiqs
(Zakat deserving households) of ‘Bahar’ village, a hilly
area at Sylhet Sadar Upazila.

The installation of five submersible pumps for approxi-
mately 200 families (approximately 1,000

people) in a hilly area were a collaborative effort between
the CZM, local government, NGOs, and community
members. The community had been facing water shortag-
es for a prolonged period, leading to numerous difficulties
in their daily lives. Recognizing the urgency of the situa-
tion, the project sponsor and CZM joined hands to install
submersible pump to alleviate the water crisis. The
submersible pumps has resulted a significant positive
change in the lives of the community people.

Five new livelihood projects Started
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CZM has undertaken five new livelihood projects (Jeebi-
ka) aimed at alleviating poverty and achieving self-reli-
ance of poverty-stricken people. The five new projects are
located at Rajibpur in Kurigram, Tilokpur in Naogaon and
Santanpara in Narshingdi respectively. The projects will
benefit a total of 2300 families under CZM's integrated
poverty alleviation program. These families will be
provided business capital and be engaged in income
generating activities for the upliftment of their socio-eco-
nomic status and will be provided various skill develop-
ment trainings. CZM has already provided training to
these families in various income-generating trades and
will provide other assistance and consultancies to help
them grow their businesses. In addition, they will be
provided with safe water, sanitation, education and health-
care assistance.



First CZM Annual Conference Held
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With the theme ‘Year of Excellence’, the Center for Zakat Management has organized the Annual Conference 2023 for
the first time. The conference was organized at an auditorium at Tejgoan on 12 and 13 July 2023.

All the CZM staffs of Head Office and Project Offices participated in the conference. Members of CZM Governing
Board, Advisory Council, Shariah Supervisory Board and other committee members attended the conference as invited
guests.

The objectives of the annual conference were to achieve unity of thought and vision among the employees, disseminate
knowhow of Zakat and CZM activities, review project implementation, promote harmony, brotherhood and unity among
the workforce of CZM and develop an effective coordination between the field level and the center.

The conference included several plenary sessions on relevant and important topics, group/based discussions, presenta-
tion of discussion results and evaluation, sharing of sentiments and expressions along with discussion on Quranic
insights and institutional management of CZM and Zakat.

The concluding session was attended by Justice Mohammad Abdur Rouf, Niaz Rahim, AMM Nasiruddin and Dr.
Mohammad Ayub Miah.

Underprivileged Fishermen of Haor Area Got Modern Fishing Boats

CZM distributed 90 more modern fiber glass boats among 270 nos. underprivileged fishermen of Nikli, Karimganj,
Bajitpur and Itna upazilas of haor region of Kishoreganj. A total of 110 nos. of modern fiber glass boats were distributed
so far. A boat distribution program was held in the Upazilla Parishad Hall Room where Bajitpur Upazila UNO Md.
Shamim Hussain was in chair. AMM Nasiruddin, the chairman of CZM Executive Committee; Dr. Mohammad Ayub
Miah, Chief Executive Officer of CZM,; Quazi Ahmed Faruk, Head of Operations of CZM; Rafiqul Islam, Chairman of
Humaipur Union Parishad and some others spoke at the event. The speakers said that these fishing boats would help
alleviate the suffering of the underprivileged fishermen families in the area.

CZM would gradually distribute more 120 boats among 40 families at Haor. Earlier, CZM also distributed 100 nos. of
engine boats among 300 families in Mithamoin, Astagram and Itna Upazilas.
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
