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Modern Fishing Boats Distributed among Underprivileged Fishermen
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CZM has distributed 40 more modern fiberglass boats among 120 fishermen of Mithamain upazila of Kishoreganj and
Khaliajuri Upazila of Netrokona District. One boat was jointly given to three families. In addition to fishing, the boats
can also be used for transporting passengers and goods. Earlier 10 kg of fishing nets were distributed for each boat. With
this, 150 modern fiberglass boats were distributed among 450 families in phases. Earlier, CZM distributed 103 wooden
engine boats among 309 families in Austogram and Itna Upazilas of Kishoreganj District. The underprivileged fishermen
have been able to increase their income by fishing and carrying goods and passengers with these boats.

Zakat Funds Transferred Aiming at Poverty Alleviation

Center for Zakat Management has distributed Zakat fund
of Taka 76 lakh 30 thousand among 1000 (one thousand)
Mustahiks of CZM Livelihoood Projects at Dhaka and
Manikganj, aiming at poverty alleviation and human
development.

Mohammad Ibrahim, Director of Rahim Steel was
present as the Chief Guest at the fund distribution
ceremony. Mohammad Humayun Kabir, Advisor of
Rahim Steel, Quazi Ahmad Faruque, Head of Operation
of CZM, Shahriar Kabir, DGM of CZM were also
present on the program.

Sajid Ahmed (17 years) has been studying in class X
at The Granada Academy, Manikganj operated by Center
for Zakat Management. Sajid's family suddenly learned
that he has been suffering from rectum cancer. The news
shattered the family. The family could not afford to bear
the expensive treatment cost of cancer. CZM has stood
beside Sajid after learning about the matter. Currently,
Sajid has been undergoing cancer treatment at a special-
ized hospital at Dhaka. Sajid is dreaming of an extended
life as his physical condition has improved.

Assistance being Provided to
Widows and Orphans

Center for Zakat Management has started the Orphan and
Widow Assistance Project to help the helpless widows
and orphaned Mutahik families. Under the scheme, finan-
cial assistance is currently being provided on monthly
basis for a total of 138 members of 85 Mustahik families
under 19 Livelihood Development Centers.

In addition to the livelihood project, CZM has been
providing assistance to 519 orphans in various ways
under other projects of CZM.

CZM Provided Assistance for
Physically Handicapped

Md. Babul, husband of Parvin Akhter, a member of the
JUK Nateshwar of CZM, suddenly suffered from typhoid
35 years ago. Due to financial constraints, he could not
get better treatment and lost use of both of his legs.
Unable to earn due to his physical restraints, he used to
manage his family by begging. In 2020, CZM started a
livelihood project in the union of Nateshwar. His family
was selected as a Mustahik. He received Tk 30,000/-
(thirty thousand) from CZM for income generating activ-
ities. With that money, he started a tea-shop, but couldn’t
earn enough due to his disability. Recently, he was
provided a tricycle so that he could move easily. Md.
Babul has become very happy to get the tricycle and
expressed his gratitude to CZM.

CZM Provides Treatment for a
Congenital Heart Disease Patient

Mofizur Rahman (1 year), the first child of Mustahik
Rizia Akhter of Shyamnagar-2 Jeebika Project, was born
with congenital heart disease. The child's father, Julhas, is
intellectually disabled and does not earn much from daily
wages. Having an expensive heart operation for his child
was a nightmare for him. CZM provided fund for treat-
ment of Mofizur Rahman in a specialized hospital.



Successful Vegetable Gardening of
CZM School Students in Savar
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Students of Granada Girls Academy, Savar, operated by
the Center for Zakat Management have recently succeed-
ed in cultivating nutritious vegetables on 23 decimal land
adjacent to the school. Nutrition gardening program is
undertaken from Kartik, 1430 month. Under this
program, the students have produced vegetables like
pumpkin, gourd, cauliflower, cabbage, okra, tomato,
cucumber, potato, radish, amaranth, coriander leaves,
papaya etc. under the supervision of their teachers. Start-
ing from sowing vegetable seedlings and seeds, the
students themselves have done the maintenance work of
plant care, weed cleaning, fertilization etc. The vegeta-
bles produced from the Nutrition Garden program have
been used to prepare a variety of nutritious dishes such as
Khichuri, vegetables etc. for the students of the school.

Granada Girls Academy was established by CZM in
Savar in 2016. In addition to providing quality education
to the underprivileged children, daily nutritious meals are
provided to them too. At present, 226 students are study-
ing in this school.

Regular Medicine Support to Patients

Affected by Chronic Diseases

Rakibul Islam (30 years) is physically handicapped and
speech impaired. Rakibul cannot do any work due to
disability. In addition to asthma, Rakib has to take regular
medicines for disability. The only earning person in the
family is his elderly mother who runs the family by work-
ing as house-maid. She was helpless as they could not
afford to buy medicines regularly. Center for Zakat Man-
agement has been providing him necessary medicines on
regular basis. Some 1152 patients affected by chorionic
diseases are being provided medicine support regularly.
With the support of the honorable donors, CZM plans to
provide the support for lifetime, In-Sha-Allah.

Distribution of Winter Clothes
among Cold-affected People
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The poor helpless people of the society are deprived of
basic needs like food, clothes and healthcare, etc. and lead
a miserable life. Many of them spend their days in suffer-
ing during the winter season due to lack of winter clothes.
Like every year, the Center for Zakat Management has
distributed warm clothes among 1803 Mustahiks of five
livelihood programs (JUK Nazirhat, Tilokpur-2, Rajibpur,
Mohanganj, Kodalkathi and Sontanpara). There are plans
to distribute warm clothes among 3898 Mustahiks of 8
more projects by December 2023. CZM has been able to
distribute warm clothes among 65232 Mustahiks so far.




Teaching Al-Quran to Indigenous Muslim Students in Lama

Hifzul Quran education is very popular in our country, so many parents are interested in sending their children to Madra-
sa. Moreover, there are many poor and meritorious students who only memorize the Qur'an. But later on, due to lack of
adequate facilities, the Hafz-e-Qur'an students do not become interested in Tafseer/interpretation and mainstream higher
education. Therefore, considering the reality, CZM has initiated ‘Hifzul Quran Primary Education and Nutrition Assis-
tance Project’ to involve all students in the mainstream of education and to create opportunities to provide nutritious food
alongside primary education in the ongoing Hafezi Madrasa. As part of that, the Center for Zakat Management (CZM)
has been providing assistance to 50 students of Tribal Muslim Welfare Organization (Lama) Hifz Madrasa. In order to
ensure nutritious food as well as quality Quran education for the indigenous students, CZM has provided an IPS, appoint-
ed a total of 3 teachers, including a Hafez Quran teacher, and has been providing monthly scholarship, food support, and
nutritious tiffin, etc.

The people of the tribal-dominated Lama region lack knowledge in various aspects of Islam. In addition to child educa-
tion, CZM has been giving effort to build the Tribal Muslim Welfare Organization (Lama) Hifz Madrasa as a religious
institution with the aim of teaching about the Masala-Masail and religious customs.

Four Students Received Scholarships for Higher Education in China

Four students (Md. Sabbir Hosen, Md. Jannatul
Naim, Md. Alomgir Hossain, Abu Musa Sarkar) of
CZM-operated RSF Granada Academy, Bogura have
received scholarships for higher studies in China.
Although their education expenses were waived
under the scholarship, they did not have the financial
capacity to bear their airfare and other regular
expenses. CZM has extended helping hand to these
talented students to meet the goals of higher educa-
tion abroad. All of their ancillary expenses except
education will be borne by CZM through monthly
scholarship. The students are currently studying at
Sichuan University, Wuhan Institute of Technology
and Tianjin University.
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
