WORKSHOP ON COLLECTION AND DISTRIBUTION OF USHAR IN BANGLADESH

CZM organized a workshop on “The Regulatlon of
Collection and Distribution of Usher in Bangladesh” on
22 September 2022 at Dhaka. Eminent Islamic scholars
participated in the workshop. Three (3) keynote papers
were presented in the workshop. Dr. Jubair Muhammad
Ehsanul Haque, Professor of Dhaka University presented
an article titled "Necessity of Implementation of Ushar
Rules on Agricultural Produce in Bangladesh: A Theoret-
ical and Practical Review". Dr. Muhammad Saifullah
presented another paper titled “The Classification of
Bangladeshi Land Ushari or Kharaji: A Figh Review” and

) ’ Islamic Finance: Bangladesh Perspective". The Scholars
observed that the debate on Kharazi and Ushari land has been resolved in a great extent and they called for a consensus
on the issue of Ushar in the land owned by the Muslims of Bangladesh.

reviving ushar, organizing discussion meetings on zakat etc.

SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF LIVELIHOOD PROJECTS

The project involved the construction of 7 new
houses, provision of pre-primary education to 210
chlldren distribution of 385 water containera and
installation of 5 deep tube wells, distribution of
ring-slabs to 209 families to ensure hygienic latrines
and a total of Tk 15 lakh has been given to 500 fami-
lies @ BDT 3,000 per family to reduce the financial
loss of the Covid-19 pandemic. In the project, 6
beggars left begging and engaged in income-generat-
ing activities. Another 175 families got rid of inter-
est-based loans. Jeebika Sundarban Project at Shyam-
nagar Upazila of Satkhira District completed its
tenure of five years. As a result of the successful
) implementation of this project, the quality of life of
more than five hundred underprivileged families has been improved. After the end of the project tenure each family
received Tk 30,000 to 35,000 in cash. As many as 285 people of the project have been provided skill development train-
ing on various income-generating activities. As a result their average income has been increased along with savings and
capital accumulation. Besides, 11 unproductive individuals have been given regular food assistance.

This year a total of 30 students from
RSF Granada School participated in the SSC examina-
tion in the English version and all obtained GPA-5.
Center for Zakat Management supporting the residential
students by providing 100% stipends. Currently, 230
students from class six to class ten are studying in
residential facilities at RSF Granada School. Center for
Zakat Management is providing all expenses including
accommodation, food, education expenses, school man-
agement of these students by providing stipends.

DISTRIBUTION OF FREE SEEDS
FOR NUTRITION DEVELOPMENT

Aiming to improve the nutrition level of Jeebika mem-
bers, vegetable seeds have been distributed among
10,285 families of 21 Jeebika projects this year. Out of
this, 30 kg of gourd seeds, 28 kg of pumpkin, 35 kg of
beans and 30 kg of long bean (borboti) seeds thus a total
of 158 kg of seeds were distributed. Beneficiaries said
that from these seeds, they would produce organic vege-
tables for family consumption and after meeting the
family needs additional income opportunities would be
created by selling it in the market.

FOUNDATION OF THE GRANADA
GIRLS HIGH SCHOOL, NILPHAMARI
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The Foundation Stone of The Granada School (Residen-
tial School for Girls) at Kishoregonj under Nilphamari
District has been laid. Niaz Rahim, Chairman of Center
for Zakat Management recently laid the foundation
stone. The construction work of the building has begun
on a donated land. More than two hundred underprivi-
leged girls will get opportunity to study with 100%
scholarship up to the secondary level.

SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF ROHINGYA PROJECT

Center for Zakat Management (CZM) started its emergency support activities on 13 September 2017 for the millions of
displaced Rohingyas staying at Cox’s Bazar. The speed and scale of the influx has resulted in a critical humanitarian
crisis. Considering the comprehensiveness of health services, medical treatment activities have been started by setting up
primary health centers in three camps. CZM supports continued till 31 December 2022.
CZM has provided services to the patients through two ambulances (including all expenses) at the Government Health
Complex of Ukhia. CZM provided medical services to 309,623 Rohingyas including 3,855 pregnant and lactating moth-
ers. Besides 1,200 patients received rehabilitation supports and 2,551 patients received ambulance services.
Apart from healthcare services, CZM distributed food items among 120,000 Rohingya families, 48,000 packets of nutri-
tious baby food, 50,000 winter and general wearing clothes, 9,000 tents, 10,000 umbrellas, 10,000 hygiene kit packets,
215 metric tons of charcoal, installed 200 solar streets lights.
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
