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Successful Implementation of Livelihood Project in Bikrampur
Center for Zakat Management (CZM) completed another 
major livelihood project this year. CZM started a liveli-
hood development activities in North Haldia of Louhjong 
Upazila of Munshiganj District in November 2016 and it 
was completed on October 31, 2021. In five years tenure, 
the project provided food aid, new houses, winter cloths, 
skills development training, tubewells for safe water, 
business capital, hygiene latrines, nutrition development, 
child education, healthcare etc. Total 6454 nos. patients 
received consultation services from MBBS doctor and free 
medicine. As many as 2008 Zakat recipients (Mustahik) 
from 510 households found their way to improve their life 
standard with these assistance. CZM provided different 
services through one primary healthcare center and six 
pre-primary education centers. As many as 210 nos. 
students have received nutritious food and clothing besides 
education. After completion of the project the members got 
refund of 25000-35000 per family and deposited this 
savings to new bank accounts.

Food Deliveries to 504 nos.  Destitute Families Regular Supply of Medicines to
Poor Patients for Complex Diseases

Center for Zakat Management provides food to unpro-
ductive destitute and needy families under its service 
activities. For the past five years, the organization has 
been delivering food items such as rice, pulses, oil, salt 
etc. worth Tk. 1400 per head per month to 504 nos. 
people under the Insaniat program. 

There must have some kind of diseases of human lives. 
However, treatment of these diseases need regular 
medication. There are many families where one or the 
other member of the family suffers from a complex 
disease and treatment of it is impossible for them to 
afford. CZM stands by these families. This assistance 
was given to the patients under the project of Medicine 
Support for Chronic Patients. Under this scheme, all 
the patients who have to take regular medicines are 
given certain listed medicines free of cost every 
month. So far 396 nos. people have been given this 
assistance. 



Vocational Training for Employment of the Needy

Distribution of Stipends & Books
among 1600 Students 

Installation of Tube Wells for
Safe Drinking Water 

Center for Zakat Management has set up vocational training centers in seven areas of the country, providing a way 
for the unemployed men & women for income generating activities. Dress making and sewing are taught in these 
centers. As many as 339 nos. women from VTC Faridpur Muslim Mission and 337 nos. womens from VTC Syed-
pur and Thakurgaon learned dress making and tailoring. Besides, 225 nos. people have received training from Insti-
tute of Technology sponsored by CZM. From VTC Savar, 118 nos. women have found work by learning dress 
making and tailoring. They don't have to depend on anyone else. 98 nos. womens from VTC Brahmanbaria and 20 
nos. from VTC Tongi have taken place in the society as manpower with the same training. At present 20 nos. 
womens are receiving training from VTC Brahman Para at Cumilla. They are also expected to be employed at the 
end of the training. A total of 1137 nos. people have been trained under this project.

Under the Genius Scholarship Program many under-
privileged talented students have been able to get 
education and become skilled manpower in the society. 
At present 3600 nos. students are being given scholar-
ships of Taka 3000 per month. This scholarship 
program is running in all the public universities, medi-
cal colleges and engineering universities of the country. 
In addition to the scholarship, valuable books were 
provided to all these students and capacity building 
sessions were held to develop their skill and made them 
good citizens. This year, Center for Zakat Management 
has successfully distributed books among 1600 nos. 
such students.

People have the right to have access to safe drinking 
water. This is not an easy task in Bangladesh, a country 
with a large size of population. Center for Zakat Man-
agement has set up tube wells for drinking water in 
different districts of the country. The districts are 
Noakhali, Cumilla, Munshiganj, Patuakhali, Barisal, 
Kishoreganj, Naogaon, Lalmonirhat, Rajshahi etc. 
Apart from this, 900 pieces water containers with the 
capacity of 500 liters have been distributed as per the 
demand of poor families as safe drinking water is not 
readily available in the Sundarbans area of Satkhira. 
CZM has undertaken the task of installing water filters 
with modern technology in Sonaimuri Upazila of 
Noakhali as the water contains high levels of arsenic, 
clorine and iron.



House Construction Project for Homeless

There are a lot of extreme poor people in Bangladesh 
who do not have suitable accommodation. Center for 
Zakat Management has extended its program for such 
people. In the last few years, CZM has so far construct-
ed 91 nos. houses for the homeless people. The 
construction of each house costs 1 lac 20 thousands to 1 
lac 80 thousands Taka. Another 100 nos. houses are 
being constructed in phases.

Treatment for Eye and ENT Patients

Distribution of Winter Clothes and Blankets 

Many poor people in the country lose their eyesight or 
vision less because they do not done scope for cataract 
surgery. CZM has provided free surgery or treatment to 
cataract patients in different districts. It also provided 
them spectacles. On the other hand, CZM has taken 
initiative to treat people suffering from various complex 
diseases of ear, nose and throat (ENT). Hearing devices 
have been provided especially for those who are hearing 
impaired or suffering from such diseases. CZM has so 
far provided medical assistance to 1295 nos. eye and 
ENT patients. Besides, scholarships or prizes have been 
arranged for 98 nos. blind students.

Winter brings a lot of difficulties for the poor. Poor people 
try to escape the cold by burning haystacks due to lack of 
winter clothes. Winter clothes and blankets bring bless-
ings for them. CZM has been trying to alleviate the winter 
sufferings of the poor people by providing such winter 
clothes. This year, they have distributed winter clothes 
and blankets among 11,000 nos. people in different 
districts of the country. It may be mentioned that it has 
distributed 59,162 pieces of winter clothes and blankets in 
different districts of the country in the last few years.



Referral Services at Specialized Hospitals 

CZM operates 50 nos. Ferdousi Primary Healthcare Centers in different parts of the country. In these centers mainly 
disadvantaged women and children get free treatment and medicine. But for the treatment of complex diseases like 
surgery, cancer, kidney disease, heart disease etc., patients have to seek treatment in specialized hospitals. It is quite 
difficult for poor patients to take treatment at specialized hospital with high cost. CZM stands by them with the 
referral medical treatment program. So far 2096 nos. poor patients from different districts of the country have 
received referral treatment facility. Of these, about 30 nos. children have received treatment for congenital heart 
diseases. Many children, women, and old people have benefited and found a way to survive. 

CZM Is Imparting Training in Making Jute Products 

Center for Zakat Management (CZM) organized a 20-days training for unemployed women for making various jute 
products at Jeebika Savar Project. Earlier only sacks were made from jute, but now about 300 kinds of products are being 
produced from jute. CZM has provided training to 45 nos. women to increase the internal use of jute and make the bene-
ficiaries of the project self-reliant through entrepreneurship. The trainees have already received orders to make 500 nos. 
bags for school children. It may be mentioned that CZM has been implementing an integrated project called Jeebika to 
make 510 nos. extreme poor families for their self-sufficieny in this area.
