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Water Paramedic Boat for Remote Islands of Rajibpur, Kurigram
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Rajibpur Upazila of Kurigram District is considered as the poorest Upazila in the country. Center for Zakat Management
has undertaken three livelihood projects in all three unions of Rajibpur. Since Rajibpur is an isolated island, transporta-
tion facilities are very poor there. During the rainy season, the entire Rajibpur Upazila should be traveled only through
water ways. However, during the dry season the water level decreases, and some walkways emerge on the island. Local
transportation includes only one engine-boat sailed from Rajibpur to Shikarpur in the morning, and the same boat returns
to Rajibpur in the afternoon. Considering the difficult situation, CZM has taken initiative to procure a special fiber glass
boats (water paramedic boat) for providing primary medical services and transportation of project workers, doctors, and
conducting health camps in the remote char areas.

Successful Completion of Three Jeebika Projects in Sonaimuri

Three livelihood projects started in 2018 in Jayag, Dewti
and Amishapara of Sonaimuri Upazila have been success-
fully completed the tenure of five years. At the end of the
project, 506 members of the Jayag project, 498 of the Dewti
project, and 494 members of Amishapara project have been
refunded their savings and equity capital of BDT 4.46
Crore and each of the members share of it has been trans-
ferred to their respective individual bank accounts. All the
financial documents related to the distribution of funds
such as master roll, acknowledgment of receipt, income and
expenditure statement, balance sheet, bank statement,
closing resolution of the Grassroot Organizations (GRO)
have been preserved at CZM Head Office.




Transfer of Zakat fund for
Poverty Alleviation

CZM supported 164 nos. students
completed Hifzul Quran

Center for Zakat Management handed over Zakat fund of
Taka 34 lakh 40 thousand among 464 Mustahiks (mem-
bers) of JUK Tilokpur-01 project (Naogaon) for poverty
alleviation and human development. In the first phase, on
13 April 2023, an amount of Taka 69 lakh 60 thousand
was transferred. As such a total of Tk 1.4 crore has been
transferred in two phases. Among the various humanitari-
an assistance activities under the project, 30 families
receive monthly food assistance, 28 get monthly regular
medicine, 19 pregnant mothers and 45 lactating mothers
receive regular health services. Besides, 147 nos. sanitary
latrines have been set up in the project so far, 02 people
have been relieved from begging and 17 people have
been relieved from the burden of interest-bearing loans.
The members of the project have engaged themselves in
different income-generating activities to improve their
socio-economic condition. CZM has already trained
these families in various income-generating trades and
providing consultancy services and other supports to
improve their business. In addition, they have been
provided with safe water, sanitation, education and
healthcare support.

CZM Provides Kidney Dialysis Support
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Zakir Hossain (36 years) of Noakhali project has been
suffering from chronic kidney disease for a long time.
The doctor advised him to do 09 nos. of dialysis every
month. His family does not have the financial capacity to
do the required dialysis on regular basis. Center for Zakat
Management extended its support to him by providing
financial assistance for kidney dialysis since March 2023.
At the same time, he has been provided with capital
support for his livelihood. Now Zakir dreams of living
despite suffering from the chronic kidney disease.

Hifzul Quran education is very popular in our country, so
many parents are interested in sending their children to
Madrasa. Moreover, there are many poor and meritorious
students who only memorize the Qur'an. Subsequently,
due to lack of adequate facilities, the Hafz-e-Qur'an
students do not become interested in mainstream higher
education. Considering the situation, CZM has been
providing assistance to almost 2000 underprivileged
students of 22 Hifz Madrasas in Dhaka city with the aim
of involving them in the mainstream of education and
providing primary education in these Hafezi Madrasahs.
Besides, they are provided nutritious foods. In the
academic year 2023-2024, as many as 164 nos. students
completed the Hifz of the Holy Quran. Among these
Hafez-e-Quran students, 30 students have got admitted at
the Granada Islamic Academy, 24 in the sixth grade of
The Granada Academy, Manikganj and the rest are study-
ing in different institutions of the country.

Jihan And Maimuna Recover Form
Congenital Heart Disease
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Md Jihan Islam (10 months) and Maimuna (6 Yrs.) have
been suffering from congenital heart diseases. As per
doctor’s advice, their only hope for living was to receive
PDA device. Jihan’s father runs a small roadside tea stall
and Maimuna’s father works at a small shop for meager
wages. [t was impossible for them to arrange treatment for
their children. Center for Zakat Management provided
financial support for arranging the expensive treatment.
Both the children received PDA device at EverCare
hospital. They are now looking forward for a healthier life
ahead.



CZM Provides Aids to Thalassemia Patient

Towhid Igbal (21 years), a Genius Scholarship holder
now studying law at University of Rajshahi has been
suffering from incurable thalassemia disease. The doctor
has advised him to take expensive medicines along with
regular blood transfusion. He needs to spend more than
TK. 20,000 per month for medicine. It has become a
serious burden for his father, the sole breadwinner of the
family. His father is a sharecropper who works as a day
laborer to support his family. In such a situation, CZM
has extended support for Towhid. Along with scholarship,
he has been regularly receiving financial assistance for
expensive medicines every month.

Sanaullah Completed Hifz of
Holy Quran in 8 Months

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Muhammad Sanaullah completed the Hifz of the Holy
Quran in just 8 months. He has been a student of Iqra
Darul Quran Model Madrasa, one of the Hifzul Quran
Madrasa that are supported by CZM. He has been able to
memorize the entire Quran in just 8 months through his

strong efforts and hard perseverance. Memorizing the
Holy Qur'an in such a short time is a true grace of Allah
SWT. Sanaullah is the son of late Lokman Hossain of
Bangala village under Gournadi thana of Barishal. He is
currently studying at the Granada Islamic Academy,
Mirpur, Dhaka established by CZM. Born in a underprivi-
leged family, Sanaullah dreams of taking a higher degree
from the world's renowned Islamic University after com-
pletion of his studies at the Granada Islamic Academy
and dedicating himself to the study of the Holy Quran.

CZM Assists Hafiza for
Expensive Cancer Treatment

Hafiza Khatun (50), Mustahik of Ferdousi Primary Health
Service Center, Benapole Project Area has been suffering
from breast cancer. Her husband, an agricultural laborer,
is the sole breadwinner in the family. The physician
advised Hafiza to undergo chemotherapy. Where it is
difficult to arrange food and survive, it was a nightmare
for her to undergo such expensive chemotherapy treat-
ment. CZM has provided financial support for Hafiza's
chemotherapy treatment. At present, her physical condi-
tion is improving.

CZM Stands beside Helpless Monirul Islam

Sabina Begum is a Mustahik of Ferdousi WCWC Morel-
ganj, Bagerhat. Sabina Begum's husband is an agricultur-
al laborer, and they have two sons and one daughter. The
eldest son Monirul Islam, 21, was returning from his
aunt's house when a wood laden Tomtom collided with a
car and fell on the bamboo fence beside the road. In a
cruel irony of fate, a broken piece of bamboo pierced the
flesh on his leg. Monirul was admitted to Dhaka Medical
College Hospital and had to fight for his life. Although
Monirul survived, one of his legs had to be amputated.
CZM has helped in Monirul's treatment. Now he is recov-
ering from the trauma.



One year journey of Granada Islamic Academy

Hifzul Quran education is very popular in our country, so many parents are interested in sending their children to Madra-
sa. Moreover, there are many poor and meritorious students who only memorize the Qur'an. Subsequently, due to lack of
adequate facilities, the Hafz-e-Qur'an students do not become interested in mainstream higher education. Considering the
reality, CZM, in 2023 established an exceptionally unique institute (Granada Islamic Academy) for only Hafez-e-Qur'an
students. The aim of this Academy is to support the orphans, helpless and extremely poor Hafez-e-Qur'an for imparting
the knowledge of Qur'an, Sunnah and science. Putting emphasis on Arabic, English and Bangla languages the Academy
is committed to make them world-class Islamic scholars. CZM provides stipends to the students for all their expenses,
including decent accommodation, nutritious food, medical treatment, and clothing. In the academic year 2023, as many
as 30 Hafiz students have successfully completed Class Six and have been promoted to Class Seven. In the current
academic year, 30 more Hafez-e-Quran students have been admitted to class six.

Zakat Fair 2024 held in Sylhet & Rajshahi

With the theme, ‘Making a Difference with Zakat” CZM
organized Zakat Fair for the first time at Rajshahi and
Sylhet. Mayor of Rajshahi City Corporation AHM
Khairuzzaman Liton inaugurated the two-days long fair
on 10 February 2024 in Rajshahi. The first event of the
fair was a seminar titled "Institutional Zakat Management
for Socio-Economic Development". Another seminar
was organized exclusively for the Imam and Khatibs of
the area discussing the institutional management of Zakat
can impact more on poverty alleviation.

Besides, Sylhet Chamber of Commerce and Industry
(SCCI) President Tahmin Ahmed inaugurated the fair at
Sylhet as chief guest on 28 th January 2024. Seminar and
Q&A program for women, seminar on 'Role of Imams
and Khatibs in Institutional Management of Zakat' for
Khatibs and Imams and workshop on 'Business Zakat
Accounting System' were held at the fair.
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
