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CZM has distributed 20 modern fiberglass boats among 60 fishermen in Nikli Upazila of Kishoreganj. Miss Shakila
Parveen, Upazila Executive Officer, presided over the event held at Nikli Zila Parishad Auditorium. Niaz Rahim, Chair-
man of CZM and Director of RahimAfroz Group, AMM Nasiruddin, Member of the Board of Directors of CZM, Dr.

CZM will distribute more 130 boats to 390 families at four Upazilas Nikli, Bajitpur, Kuliarchar, and Karimganj in
Kishoreganj. Earlier, CZM distributed 100 engine boats among 300 families in Mithamoin, Austogram & Itna Upazillas.

3549 Students Got Genius Scholarship

Center for Zakat Management (CZM) has newly included 3549 meritorious underprivileged students studying in the 1st
year in all public universities and government medical colleges of the country under the Genius scholarship. Recently, a
grand scholarship award ceremony was organized at the Institution of Diploma Engineers (IDEB) in Dhaka. Former
Advisor to the Caretaker Government and executive chairman of PPRC, renowned economist Dr. Hossain Zillur Rahman
was present as the chief guest. Chairman of CZM Niaz Rahim presided over the event.

CZM Board member and formers Secretary AMM Nasir Uddin, Arastoo Khan, Exim Bank Foundation Secretary Gener-
al AKM Nurul Fazal Bulbul, Dhaka University Professor Dr. Zubair Mohammad Ehsanul Haque, Chief Executive
Officer of CZM Dr. Mohammad Ayub Miah also spoke on the occasion.

Under the program, students get monthly scholarship of 4,000 taka for 30 months. CZM has awarded scholarships to
9432 students so far.



Establishment of Kidney Dialysis and Transplant Center
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CZM has taken an initiative to set up an international standard kidney dialysis and transplant center at Keranigonj
near Dhaka. According to the Global Burden of Disease Study, 4,657 people die of sudden kidney disease every day
in the world. In Bangladesh 10 years ago kidney patients were 16 percent; in 2021, it increased to one in seven
kidney patients. It is alarming that, 2 crore people in Bangladesh have been the country are suffering from kidney
disease in one way or another. As many four lac people are newly diagnosed with kidney disease every year. At least
40,000 dialysis and transplant-eligible kidney patients die prematurely every year.

As a pilot project, CZM initially initiated free hemodialysis for 150 patients and free CAPD for several patients.
CZM has taken the initiative to open this expensive medical center for the poor free of cost.

SSC Vocational School Run with Financial Support of CZM
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A vocational school named Village Vocational Training Center (VVTC) Companyganj Upazila of Noakhali
District. with the financial and technical support of CZM. Most of the people of the area earn their living as day
laborers, fish traders, or driving rickshaw vans. As a result, it is not possible to bear the cost of childrens' education.
Many students are dropped at primary level.

The school was established in 1989 under the direct and supervision of the late Mohammad Faiz Ullah, Former
Secretary Bangladesh Govt. CZM took over the responsibility of managing the institution in 2016. The poor
students got the opportunity to study and the number of students in the school increased. Currently, 316 students are
studying in the school. CZM has supported in various developmental works including benches, chairs, tables, new
equipment for trades, purchase of computers and other furniture, increase in salary of teachers and employees,
recruitment of 10 new teachers, new 1600 square feet due to increase in the number of students, building classroom,
construction of boundary wall in front, renovation of office and teachers room etc.



Distribution of Devices to the Physically Challenged

Recently, the Center for Zakat Management distributed various devices among 100 physically challenged people of
Sonaimuri Upazila of Noakhali District. Upazila Executive Officer Ismail Hossain, Sonaimuri Government College
Principal Mr. AKM Shafiqur Rahman distributed the device. As many as 14 types of devices are provided to 100
physically challenged persons including Auxiliary Cross, Elvo Cross/Cross, Four Point Stick, Power Wheel Chair,
Special Seat Wheel Chair, Single Point Stick, Standing Frame (Suitable for Children), Wheel Chair with Tray etc.

Providing treatment to 37 more eye patients

Center for Zakat Management provided support for eye cataract surgery and other treatment to 37 underprivileged
people of Lalmonirhut District. The organization has already supported cataract with for eye operations and neces-
sary medicines among 1500 more visually impaired people in the country.



Successful completion of 2 more livelihood projects
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For over a century, CZM has been implementing various programs 1nclud1ng hvehhood development projects to
alleviate poverty through effective utilization of Zakat funds. For this purpose, 57 livelihood development projects
were undertaken through livelihood development centers in different areas of the country. Out of which 28 projects
were successfully completed. Recently, the livelihood projects of Kalapara Upazila of Patuakhali and Savar Upazila
of Dhaka have been completed. The successful implementation of these projects has improved the quality of life of
the project beneficiaries. Out of these 25 families had no earning members. They have been given regular food
assistance. The project constructed 31 new houses and handed them over to homeless families. Pre-primary educa-
tion was imparted to children aged 4-6 years (220). Also, 37 eye patients underwent cataract surgery and 26 disa-
bled persons were provided with various devices. After the end of the two projects, each member family received
an average of BDT 30,000 to 40,000 in cash. As a result, their average income increased with savings and capital
accumulation. About 11 beggars of the project have given up begging and are involved in income generating activi-
ties. Most families have come out of interest-bearing loans. Everyone in the project has got access to safe water and
sanitary latrines.

CZM Operates a 'Lotus Kamal Granada School' at Cumilla
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Center for Zakat Management has started operations a new primary school called 'Lotus Kamal Granada School' in
June 2022 at South Cumilla Sadar's Lalmai Bazar. The school has started with 110 students from KG to Class 3.
This school's sponsor plan to gradually convert it into a college for providing quality and affordable education for
the local children. CZM will provide scholarship to the poor students from Zakat fund.
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
